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Jeff-Lewis Association for Pupil Transportation

Constitution- Bylaws
Article I

Name

The name of this association will be the Jeff-Lewis Association for Pupil Transportation.

Article II
Purpose

Section 1 – To promote the general welfare of transportation personnel and to maintain a  

                    high standard of professional ethics.

Section 2 – To assist the individual member so that they may best serve their district and 

                    community.

Section 3 – To promote a spirit of fellowship among its members.

Section 4 – To interpret the broad field of transportation and bring to the public a better 

                    understanding of its problems.

Section 5 – To promote safety and efficiency in school transportation through 

                    coordinated effort and planning.
Section 6 – To cooperate and communicate with governing agencies, manufacturers, 

                   district superintendents, principals and staff so that we may be kept abreast of 

                   any and all transportation trends and developments.

Article III
Membership

Section 1 – There shall be three type of membership

1.1 Active Member. Any person in Jefferson, Lewis and surrounding 

                   counties whose employment involves being directly responsible for the    

                   supervision of pupil transportation shall be eligible for active membership.

1.2 Associate Member. Any person who is actively interested in, engaged in or 

                   associated with any phase of pupil transportation may become an associate

                    member.

1.3 Honorary Members. The association, by unanimous vote of those members 
                   present at any regular meeting, may confer honorary membership.
Section 2 – Active and associate members who have attended four (4) regular meetings 
                   or  more during the previous twelve(12) months shall be entitled to all rights 

                   and privileges of the association. Honorary members shall be entitled to the

                  rights and privileges of the association except the right to vote and hold office.
Section 3 – All new membership proposals will be tabled to the next regular meeting at
                  which time the President shall appoint a review committee who will report to 
                  the membership at the next regular meeting. Applicants for active and 
                  associate membership shall require a majority vote by both the review 
                  committee and the membership for approval except that no person will be 
                 denied membership on the basis of race, national origin, religion or sex.
Article IV
Officers

Section 1 – Officers of the association will include a President, Vice- President and 

                   Secretary/Treasurer. 

Section 2 – Only members in good standing can hold office.
Section 3 – All officers shall serve a term of one year and may succeed him/herself in

                   office.
Section 4 – Annual elections will take place at the June meeting to coincide with the 

                   school year.

Section 5 – Any procedural issues not covered by the JLAPT by-laws will be addressed 

                   under Roberts Rules by the President.

Article V

Duties of Officers

Section 1 – The president shall preside at meetings, appoint committees and perform
                    such duties as are appropriate to the office of President.

Section 2 – The Vice-President shall assume the duties of the President in his  

                   or her absence.
Section 3 – The Secretary/Treasurer shall keep an attendance record and minutes of each  

                   regular and special meeting, keep a record of membership, notify members of 
                    all meetings, receive all monies and keep a record of dues paid, pay bills of 
                    the association upon approval and keep a record of same, make a financial 
                    report at regular meetings, and turn over all records to the successor at the 
                    close of the term.
Article VI
Meetings

Section 1 – Regular meetings will be held 11 times per year, once each month with the    

                   exception of September, when there will be no regular meeting scheduled.

                   The regular meetings shall be held during the working day at the Jeff-Lewis 

                   BOCES or any other designated location, on the first Thursday of each 

                   month. A quorum will consist of members present.

Section 2 – Special meetings can be called at the discretion of the President. 
Article VII

Finances

Section 1 – Each active and associate member will pay annual dues for the amount as 

                   determined by the membership and shall be payable June thru the first Friday 

                   in October. Honorary members are exempt from paying from paying dues.

                   The treasurer will invoice members during the month of May.

Section 2 – All funds shall be disbursed on authorization of the membership and/or the 

                   President and Treasurer.
Article VIII

Amendments

Section 1 – These bylaws may be amended by majority vote at any regular meeting 
                    provided written notice of the proposed change(s) is circulated to the 
                    membership and explaind at least one month prior to the vote.
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
